Climb NE onto Spence Moor, cross the top and descent steeply into
Ogden Clough to CP4, a stile in wall (GR802397). Climb NE along wall to right to the Fellgate at
Buttock. Head E along marked route across fields to the finish at Village Hall.

The course is not considered suitable for novices in bad weather.
